If they took orders
and delivered the goods at the same
time, they would fall under ihe ped-
dler classification.

Neither are fargners, who peddle
their produce in town, liable under
the peddler law. Any man who sells
his own product does not have to
procure a lcense. 1t is only the
traveling man who sells another’'s
product which he delivers at the
time of sale, who must pay the fee,

Dr. Bugo Eckener, commander of
the Graf, is an experienced meteo-
rologist and does his own weather
forecasting from dats furnished ov
the 8an Francisco weather bureau
office, transmitted ax specinl mee-

sages via wireless to the Zeppelin.

These messages teli the location
of centers of high and low pressure
on the Pacific, their areas, in what
direction they are moving and their
intensity. They also contain repoerts
from 14 coastal land stations and
from ten to twenty ships on general
weather conditions en the coast and
at sea. These weather reports ars
sent i code for economy sake, the
dirigible having been furnished with
the bureau’s code booX.

From the meterorological reports
Dr. Eckener makes up his own
weather maps twice daily just us
they are made up from the same in-
formation in the weather bureau's of-
fice, makes his own forecasts and
selects his route accordingly.

AIDED PACIFI( HOP

The weather meap last Wednesday.
when the Graf Zeppelin attempted
to leave Japan and was delayed Ly
a mishap in being removed from its

conditions over the whole Pacifie, ca-
cept for a low presaure area which
developed off ihe coast of Japan and
caused the storm the Zeppelin sue-
cessfully wenthered. Mapa Friday
indicated that the ship, avelding the
North Pacific storm area, would have
favorable tall winds for a large por-
tion of its voyage.

At the time the low pressure ared
was developing off Japan's coast
the storm aren in the north Pacific
was moving landward into northwest
United States, bringinz rain to the
Washington coast, and Friday night
it extended into Califoria.

The Columbia Broadeasting s3s-
tem, which has been using the Lmn-
den group of five stations on the
west coast, has taken over the land
line linking these stationa, This line,
the only one arailable for broadcast
hook-ups west of QOmaha, has been
leased to the A, I C. but with the
fatlure of that company, Celwnina 13
assuming the lease.

To give sustained service to the
western listeners, Columbia also an-
nounces 3 change in its plans for
serving that portion of the country
Previousiy 14 had announced that 1t
would switeh from tha Lindep chain
on the coast to give other stations
service on Janugry I, since the A. B.
. had proposed 1o inaugurate a na-
tinnai system this fall.

Now Columb:a  announces that
Sunday 1t linked stations KHIJ Las
Angelez; KFRC San  Francizco
KLZ Denver and RKDPYL Sall Lake
City as regular member station. On
Sept 1 1t wall begin regular service
to stations KFP'Y Spokane; KOIXN,
Cortiand, and IK\VI Tacoma.
